·    Group participants should not be expected to do homework in order to fully  
 participate and feel a part of the group discussion. 

  
·    If a curriculum has more than eight sessions, choose eight sessions before the semester 

begins. 
  
·    Remember the WIN is experiencing Christ-centered friendships by  

1) discussing how Scripture applies to our own lives and  
2) learning to pray for one another in simple, non threatening ways.
